Amended Fourth Round Housing Element & Fair Share Plan (“HEFSP”)

The Borough of Kenilworth filed a resolution of participation in the Affordable Housing Dispute
Resolution Program (the “Program”) and a declaratory judgment action pursuant to N.J.S.A.
52:27D-301 et. seq. (the “Fair Housing Act”), entitled “In the Matter of the Application of the
Borough of Kenilworth,” Docket No. UNN-L-235-25 on January 16, 2025. The Court entered an
order on March 27, 2025, setting the Borough'’s Fourth Round fair share obligations as a Present
Need of 35 units and a Prospective Need of 208 units, which no party appealed, and ordering
the Borough to file a Fourth Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan (“HEFSP”) by June 30,
2025. The Borough having filed its Fourth Round HEFSP on June 25, 2025. On August 31, 2025,
FSHC filed a letter pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:27D-304.1(f)(2)(b) regarding the Borough’s Fourth
Round HEFSP seeking additional compliance information and documentation before the HEFSP is
approved by the Program and/or the Court. The Borough and FSHC agreed to amicably resolve
the issues set forth in FSHC’s letter through a Consent Order filed December 15, 2025, which
further clarifies the Borough’s compliance mechanisms through specific amendments to its Fourth
Round HEFSP.

In concordance with the signed Mediation Agreement filed with the Court on December 15, 2025,
this amendment consisting of the crediting chart below shall amend and supplement the Fourth
Round HE&FSP adopted by the Planning Board on June 24, 2025 and endorsed by the Borough
Council on July 2, 2025 by Resolution No. 25-168. The statutory requirements for a Housing
Element and Fair Share Plan (HEFSP) have been satisfied within the HEFSP adopted by the
Planning Board on June 24, 2025. This document is to serve as an amendment to the HEFSP
adopted by the Planning Board on February 24, 2026.
